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This book, edited by Erik Boettcher, comprises reports from the early
years of the Committee for Comparative Studies established by the
Verein für Socialpolitik. The focus is on comparative economic studies,
particularly concerning Eastern Europe and the economic systems of
the Eastern Bloc post-World War II. The book discusses the
methodologies for comparing economic systems, addressing issues
such as resource allocation and efficiency criteria. It also explores the
idea of convergence of economic systems, sparked by Tinbergen's
work. The work is scholarly, aimed at academics and researchers in
economics and social sciences, seeking to fill gaps in comparative
analyses and understand the evolving economic landscape of the
Eastern Bloc.
