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"Chaque semence cultivee dans le monde est le produit de milliers
d'annees de travail des paysans, qui selectionnent des plantes pour
obtenir des fruits plus grands ou plus de grains, en les adaptant aux
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differents sols, climats et gouts. Jusqu'a il y a 100 ans, des milliers de
varietes de mais, de riz [... ] prosperaient dans les communautes
agricoles. Pourtant, la privatisation des semences a radicalement
change la donne : au cours de cette courte periode, la diversite
genetique de nombreuses especes de semences s'est perdue a hauteur
de 80 a 90% des varietes". En partant de ce constat des representants
du reseau transnational qui voit le jour suite a la premiere Conference
internationale sur la souverainete alimentaire de 2007, cet ouvrage
retrace I'histoire de la mobilisation internationale des representants
autochtones et paysans dans la gouvernance internationale de la
biodiversite des annees 1970 a nos jours.
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In Francis A. Sullivan, S.J. and Ecclesiological Hermeneutics , Canaris
traces the significant contributions that Francis A. Sullivan, S.J. has
made to Catholic ecclesiology, paying particular attention to the
method and application of his hermeneutical approach to the writings
of the magisterium. Though highly esteemed by professional
theologians in both Catholic and ecumenical circles, Sullivan is less
well-known among general audiences than many of his peers. The
author addresses this lacuna by arguing that Sullivan’s work, when
viewed through an interpretive lens, can aid the faithful to engage
seriously with magisterial texts of various genres and levels of
authority, find meaning within them, and encourage an active reception
process whereby contemporary understanding of the teaching (and
learning) role of the entire church becomes possible.
