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Early Christians interpreted the biblical theophany narratives as
manifestations of Christ, yet Augustine challenged and reconfigured
this view. Developing over centuries into two major exegetical strands,
the transformation of theophany interpretation reveals the critical and
adaptive capacity of patristic exegesis.
