Islam Bilim Tarihi Sempozyumu'nun ardndan sempozyumda sunulan
tebliglerden 38'i IU Press tarafndan yaynlanmst (https://iupress.
istanbul.edu.tr/tr/book/1-uluslararasi-prof-dr-fuat-sezgin-islam-
bilim tarihi-sempozyumu-bildiriler-kitabi/home). Sempozyumu
duzenleyen uc kurumun sempozyumun iki ylda bir duzenlenmesi
karar uzerine hazrlklara baslanms ve II. Uluslararas Prof. Dr. Fuat
Sezgin Islam Bilim Tarihi Sempozyumu 7-9 Ekim 2021'de "Islam Bilim
Tarihine Metodolojik Yaklasmlar" alt baslgyla gerceklestirilmistir.
Islam dunyasnda ortaya konulan entelektuel urunlerin bir "arastrma
nesnesi" olarak incelenmesinin yaklask iki yuzyllk bir tarihi
bulunmaktadr. Bu surecte azmsanmayacak sayda uluslararas bilim
insan, Islam bilimlerinin tarihini kesfetmeye, anlamaya, yorumlamaya
ve gunumuz icin anlamn tespit etmeye donuk buyuk bir caba ortaya
koymus ve koymaya da devam etmektedirler. Bu olaganustu gayrete
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ragmen Islam bilimleri tarihinin aydnlatlmay bekleyen pek cok noktas
(kisi, eser, teori, iliskiler ag, baglam, etki vb.) bulundugu gibi, bu
tarihin gerek bir butun olarak gerekse tek tek bilimler acsndan nasl
ele alnabilecegi konusunda da yerlesik metodolojilerin yetersizligiyle
kars karsya oldugumuz soylenebilir. Bilim, tarih, din, felsefe, toplum,
siyaset, ekonomi ve dil arasndaki girift iliskiler agnn kesisim
noktasnda yer alan Islam bilimleri tarihine ne tur metodolojik araclarla
yaklaslmas gerektigi, farkl disiplinlerdeki metodolojik
perspektiflerden nasl ve ne oranda yararlanlabilecegi, onemli sorular
olarak bu alann ilgililerinin onunde durmaktadr. Bu cercevede II.
Uluslararas Prof. Dr. Fuat Sezgin Islam Bilim Tarihi Sempozyumu'nda
Islam bilimleri tarihi arastrmalarnn metodolojik boyutlarnn, su
sorular cercevesinde tartslmas hedeflenmistir: • Islam bilimlerinin
tarihine yonelik incelemeler, yerlesik bilim tarihi yazm ve arastrma
yontemleriyle nasl bir iliskiye sahiptir, nasl bir iliskiye sahip olmaldr?
• Islam bilimleri tarihi nasl donemlendirilebilir? Butun bilimleri kusatan
bir donemlendirme mumkun mu? Yoksa her bir bilimin tarihi icin ayr
donemlendirme mi yaplmal? • Genel olarak "klasik sonras donem"
olarak adlandrlan 13. yuzyl sonras donemi incelemenin ozel
yontemlerinden soz edilebilir mi? • Islam bilimleri tarihini anlamada
gerileme paradigmas gercekten gecerliligini yitirdi mi? • Bilimsel
metinlerin analizinde icerik odakl ve baglam odakl yaklasmlarn
sundugu imkanlar ve zaaflar nelerdir? • Islam bilimlerinin diger
medeniyet havzalarnn bilimsel birikimleriyle iliskisi nasl ele
alnmaldr? • Bilimsel teorilerin tarihini yazarken sureklilik ve ozgunluk
arasndaki denge nasl kurulmal? • Kuresel tarih calsmalarnn
sundugu perspektif Islam bilimlerinin tarihini anlamada ne oranda
islevseldir? • Farkl duzeylerde genel bilim tarihi ve bu tarih icinde
Islam bilimleri tarihinin ogretiminde ne tur yontemler ve yaklasmlar
kullanlmal? 41'i Turkiye'den, 27'si Turkiye dsndan (Almanya, Amerika
Birlesik Devletleri, Belcika, Fransa, Hollanda, Iran, Ispanya, Isvicre, Msr,
Ozbekistan, Suriye, Tunus, Yunanistan) toplam 68 bilim insann
katldg ve 16 paralel oturum seklinde planlanan sempozyum, salgn
kosullar dikkate alnarak "karma" bir yontemle icra edilmistir.
Tebligcilerin 51'i sempozyuma yuz yuze katlms, 17'si tebliglerini
cevrimici olarak sunmus ve sempozyum eszamanl olarak internet
araclgyla canl olarak yaynlanmstr.
In order to preserve the memory of the late Prof. Dr. Fuat Sezgin (d.
2018) and to ensure that his significant scientific legacy serves as a
source of inspiration for future generations, the 1st International Prof.
Dr. Fuat Sezgin Symposioum on the History of Science in Islam, in
collaboration with Istanbul University, Fatih Sultan Mehmet Foundation
University, and the Prof. Dr. Fuat Sezgin Research Foundation for the
History of Science in Islam held its inaugural conference between June
13-15, 2019. Subsequently, IU Press published 38 of the papers that
had been presented at the conference. Following this, the decision was
made to organize the symposium every two years, and preparations
were undertaken for the 2nd International Prof. Dr. Fuat Sezgin
Symposium on the History of Science in Islam, which was held on
October 7-9, 2021 with the theme of "Methodological Approaches to
the History of Science in Islam." The study of the intellectual output
from the Islamic world as an object of research has a nearly 200-year
history. Despite the efforts of many international scholars to discover,
understand, and interpret the history of Islamic sciences and determine
its relevance for contemporary society, many aspects of the history of
Islamic sciences still exist that remain to be clarified, such as the
individuals, works, theories, networks of relations, contexts, and
influences. Two key questions facing researchers in this field is how to



approach the history of Islamic sciences using methodological tools
and how to utilize perspectives from different disciplines. The 2nd
International Prof. Dr. Fuat Sezgin Symposium on the History of Science
in Islam aimed to address these issues by discussing the
methodological aspects of how to research the history of Islamic
sciences with a focus on the following questions: • How does the study
of the history of Islamic sciences relate to the established
historiography and research methods? • How can the history of Islamic
sciences be periodized? Is creating a periodization that encompasses all
sciences possible, or should separate periodizations be established for
each individual science? • Can special methods be mentioned for
studying the period following the 13th century that is commonly
referred to as the post-classical period? • Has the paradigm of decline
in understanding the history of Islamic sciences truly expired? • What
opportunities and weaknesses do content-oriented and context-
oriented approaches have in regard to analyzing scientific texts? • How
should the relationship Islamic sciences have with the scientific
accumulation of other civilization basins be handled? • What kind of
balance should be established between continuity and originality when
writing the history of scientific theories? • To what extent is the
perspective presented by global history studies functional in
understanding the history of Islamic sciences? • What kinds of methods
and approaches should be used in teaching the history of general
science at different levels, including the history of Islamic sciences? A
total of 68 scholars, 41 from Turkey and 27 from other countries such
as Germany, the United States of America, Belgium, France, the
Netherlands, Iran, Spain, Switzerland, Egypt, Uzbekistan, Syria, Tunisia,
and Greece participated in 16 parallel sessions. The symposium was
conducted in a hybrid format to take into account the ongoing
pandemic, with 51 of the presenters having attended the symposium in
person and 17 having presented their papers online.
