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What kind of relationship do we have with artificial beings (avatars,
puppets, robots, etc.)? What does it mean to mirror ourselves in them,
to perform them or to play trial identity games with them? This volume
addresses these questions from artistic and scholarly angles.
Contributions on the making of »technical others« and philosophical
reflections on artificial alterity are flanked by neuroscientific studies on
different ways of perceiving living persons and artificial counterparts.
The contributors have achieved a successful artistic-scientific
collaboration with extensive visual material.

The Mixed Methods study examines inter-individual differences among
pupils in dealing with self-organised learning at secondary school level.
Four types of learners are identified, which are characterised in more
detail by a content-analysis of interviews and two case studies.
Recommendations for the design of self-organised learning units are
derived from the results.
