By publishing such a
diverse array of material, we hope to demonstrate the extraordinary
value of the humanities in general, and German Studies in particular, on
a variety of intellectual and cultural levels.This edition features
contributions by Carsten Dutt, Klaus Modick, Tanja Nusser, Thomas
Pfau, Margarethe von Trotta, and others.
