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The study deals with the American plans for a post-war

democratization of Austria and its implementation after 1945. This is
illustrated using case studies in the field of university-academic
reconstruction 1945-1955. On the basis of extensive primary sources,
Christian H. Stifter presents in detail the changes in US reorientation
policy from the war years to US propaganda strategies during the early
Cold War and subjects them to a critical analysis. The originally planned
civil society experiment of "intellectual disarmament” and social
reorientation was only effective to a very limited extent, even in the

core area of complete denazification.
