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This book is first and foremost a detailed and meticulous study of
Ortega y Gasset's The Revolt of the Masses (1930). No other up-to-
date books explore this thinker and his great work. Most importantly,
the author demonstrates the relevance and importance of Ortega y
Gasset's thought and his The Revolt of the Masses for today's world,
showing, for instance, how Ortega's categories like mass man and
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decadence, have been vindicated by today's spiritual, moral and
cultural decay. This aspect of the book will perhaps be of major interest
to the reading public.
