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Wesson demonstrates that change within Creek culture in the historic
period was shaped by small-scale social units and individual decisions
rather than by the effects of larger social and political events.
Households and Hegemony enriches our understanding of Creek
history and makes a key contribution to comparative archaeological
models of cultural change.
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
