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Neusner describes, analyzes, and interprets the transformation of one
system of the Israelite social order by a connected but autonomous
successor-system. He reviews the initial statements made in The
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Transformation of Judaism: From Philosophy to Religion. The book
summarizes ten years of work, from 1980 to 1990.
