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From sash windows and ceramic tiles to barracks and warehouses,
industrialized building has thrived since the nineteenth century in
Europe and America. Yet architects have neglected this area of practical
construction in favor of historical, theoretical, and artistic analyses,
resulting in the emergence of an influential building industry with
architects on the far margins. Colin Davies explores in The
Prefabricated Home how the relationship between architecture and
industrialized building has now become an urgent issue for architects.
