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The oral traditions surrounding the application of sharps and flats to
16th century vocal music are documented in relation to theoretical
literature, vocal sources, and intabulations of vocal music. Special
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reference is made to the motets of Josquin Desprez, Clemens non Papa,
and Alexander Agricola.
