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opinions, (chiefly) propagated by the Presbyterians of Scotland :
wherein the divine right of the government of the church by Presbyters
acting in parity, is asserted, and the pretended divine right of the
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government used among the first Scots Christians, and what else the
enquirer chargeth us with, are clearly stated, and the truth in all these
maintained against him : likewise, some animadversions on a book
called The fundamental charter of Presbytery, in so far as it
misrepresenteth the principles and way of our first reformers from
popery, where the controversie about superintendents is fully handled,
and the necessity which led our ancestors into that course for that time
is discoursed / / by Gilbert Rule .
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
