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A trained scout will see little signs and tracks, he puts them together in
his mind and quickly reads a meaning from them such as an untrained
man would never arrive at.' A startling amalgam of Zulu war-cry and
imperial and urban myth, of borrowed tips on health and hygiene, and
object lessons in woodcraft, Robert Baden-Powell's Scouting for Boys
(1908) is the original blueprint and 'self-instructor' of the Boy Scout
Movement.
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
