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This work argues that the influence of neoconservatives has been none
too small and all too important in the shaping of this monumental
doctrine and historic moment in American foreign policy. Through a
fascinating account of the central figures in the neoconservative
movement and their push for war with Iraq, he reveals the imperial
designs that have guided them in their quest for the establishment of a
global Pax Americana.
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
