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Purgatorio' is the second of three volumes of a new edition and
translation of Dante's masterpiece, 'The Divine Comedy'. Similar to
volume I, 'The Inferno', this translation in English prose emphasizes the
literal-vs-phonetic. A newly edited version of the Italian text is on
facing pages and includes comprehensive notes.
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
