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adaptando ao proprio devir historico, reflectindo as representagfes
mentais dominantes e os discursos que as mediatizavam. A
proximidade dos modelos e das préticas, e até das apropriacdes sociais
registadas nos diferentes espacos politicos e religiosos, foi a ténica
dominante de um processo que, essencialmente, se caracterizou pela
auséncia de rupturas ou mesmo de transformacdes abruptas. Distintas
foram, sim, as formas de gestédo das variadissimas instituicdes
assistenciais; as tutelas que sobre elas se exerceram; as denominagfes
- ou os significados de denominacdes semelhantes -; 0s tempos de
intervengdo dos poderes institucionais. Comum foi também, muitas
vezes, a interactividade, quando ndo a complementaridade, entre os
diferentes organismos envolvidos na assisténcia, mesmo quando
posicionados em campos opostos. A intervencao da Igreja nesta area,
num tempo em que a afirmacao do poder régio passava também pelo
controle destas questdes sociais, foi 0 tema central do seminario
Bispos, Cabidos e Assisténcia na Peninsula Ibérica (séculos XVI-XVIII),
de que resulta o presente volume.
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North Africa has been a vital crossroads throughout history, serving as
a connection between Africa, Asia, and Europe.

Now with a
new afterword that surveys the “North African Spring” uprisings that
roiled the region from 2011 to 2013, this is the most comprehensive
history of North Africa to date, with accessible, in-depth chapters
covering the pre-Islamic period through colonization and
independence.
