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In addition to making his mark as a prominent philosopher, educational
theorist, and musician, renaissance man Jean-Jacques Rousseau was
also a pioneer in the genre of autobiographical writing. When his multi-
book series Confessions was first published, it marked one of the most
original entries in the literary category of autobiographies in centuries.
