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The songs, sermons and other materials collected in this anthology
thoroughly characterize and demonstrate the distinctive language and
culture that developed when African and European exiles came together
on the plantations of Jamaica. Accounts of planters, slave-trading
captains, and other testimonies from both the colonial and indigenous
population effectively illustrate the unfolding of this unique culture.
