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The book extends the development of probability logic_a logic using
probability, not verity (true, false) as the basic semantic notion. The
basic connectives 'not,' 'and,’ and 'or' are described in depth to include
guantified formulas. Also discussed is the notion of the suppositional,
and resolution of the paradox of confirmation.
