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pt. 1. His birth, ordination and enthronement -- pt. 2. The activity and
practice which he carried out to benefit all -- pt. 3. His journey to
Dome and how he taught those needing instruction -- pt. 4. The legacy
he left for his students.

This is the first English translation of a Dalai Lama's biography, and is
highly significant for the historical study of the Gaden Phodrang period,
around the turn of the seventeenth century. It is not only a biography,
but a historical narrative of a legendary character, and illustrates the
nature and understanding of Tibetan hagiographical and mystical
literature within a sociopolitical context.
