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This book is a study of the transformations in Punjab created by
biotechnological revolutions, economic restructuring, persistent
migrations, and political upheaval in the late 20th century. The sacred
centre at Amritsar, the transnational settlement of Southall and a
Doaba village form the terrain for this - three sites that can seen as
metonymic spaces of identity that transcend geographic boundaries,
and form the structure of this book. Relations between the rural, the
