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BRAC, arguably the world's largest, most diverse and most
successfulNGO, is little known outside Bangladesh, where it formed in
1972.Author Ian Smillie predicts, however, that this is bound to change.
BRAC's success and the spread of its work in health, education,
socialenterprise development and microfinance dwarfs any other
private,government or non-profit enterprise in its impact on tens of
thousandsof communities in Asia and Africa. Freedom From Want

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As clerk of the House of Commons, Bourinot advised the speaker and
other members of the house on parliamentary procedure; he also wrote
the standard Canadian work on the subject. A founding member of the
Royal Society of Canada, he played a leading role during the Society's
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first twenty years. Ahead of his time in writing intellectual history,
Bourinot was also an early supporter of higher education for women.
He was a man of contrasts, an early Canadian nationalist as well as an
imperialist. In spite of the constitutional changes of 1982, there is still
much in Bourinot's writing that is relevant today.
