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In Harbinger of Modernity: Marcos Aguinis and the Democratization of
Argentina , Dalia Wassner presents an integrated analysis of the civic
work and literary oeuvre of Marcos Aguinis, who served as Secretary of
Culture during Argentina’s transition from dictatorship to democracy.
