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Until recently, American composition scholars have studied writing
instruction mainly within the borders of their own nation, rarely
considering English composition in the global context in which writing

Author Xiaoye
You offers scholars a chance to observe how a nation changed from
monolingual writing practices to bilingual writing instruction in a
