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The God Biographers presents a sweeping narrative of the Western
image of God since antiquity, following the theme of how the 'old'
biography of God has been challenged by a 'new' biography in the
twenty-first century. The new biography has made its case in free will
theism, process thought, evolutionary doctrines, relational theology,
and 'open theism'_a story of people, ideas, and events that is brought
up to the present in this engaging narrative.
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
