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For more than a decade, West Germany denied Israel the
commencement of official diplomatic relations. In a policy-reversal,
however, Bonn eventually offered Jerusalem the exchange of
ambassadors in 1965. This book interprets the government's change of
heart as the result of grassroots intervention in high level politics.
