Los sitios de carga y descarga son los
puntos mas politicos del sistema; ahi se instalan las aduanas, las pesas,
los controles; también se roba o se engafia. Asi, las operaciones de
carga y descarga permiten comprender las trayectorias historicas,
técnicas y sociales que integran el devenir de un territorio en territorio
extractivo.
