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Tribal communities in western India, as elsewhere in the country, have
been facing increasing marginalisation and poverty. This is so despite a
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relatively better record of social movements and work by civil society
organisations among them and their political inclusion. Further, the
existing literature on tribals focuses more on their socio-cultural
situation and less on their economic and human development.
Addressing this gap in scholarship, this volume details the processes of
tribal development and associated challenges in Gujarat, often viewed
as a high-growth economy.
