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Samuel Adams engages the classic problem of the relation between
faith and history from the perspective of apocalyptic theology in critical
dialogue with the work of N. T. Wright. He argues that historical and
theological scholars must take into consideration, at a methodological
level, the reality of God that has invaded history in Jesus Christ.
