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The European Union and the United States have identified Latin
American cocaine trafficking as a security threat, but their policy
responses to it have differed. This book examines the ways in which
the EU and the US have conceptualized this threat.
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Isaiah 59 portrays a deity in armour warring against rebellious human
foes. In this historical investigation, Yoder Neufeld maps the
transformation of an ancient tradition into a creative new reading in
which God's people put on God's armour and go to battle against God's
heavenly foes, as in Ephesians 6. The Pauline recasting of the Isaianic
motif, argues the author, is a bracing one.
