One of the early concepts of the Olympic Games was to include
Games every four years between the normal cycle, and

intercalated
to hold these Games in Athens, the ancestral home of the Olympics. In
1906 the first, and only one, of these games was held. Occurring only
two years after the St. Louis Games of 1904 and two years before the
London Games of 1908, the Athens Games were considered by many
not to be "official™; social and political forces prevented continuation
of the intercalation cycle in 1910 and later. Yet these Games were
surprisingly successful and helped guarantee the survi
