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This title presents the previously unpublished letters of a major
twentieth-century writer and his wife. Born in Vienna in 1881, Stefan
Zweig was one of the most respected authors of his time. Foreseeing
Nazi Germany's domination of Europe, Zweig left Austria in 1933. In
1941, following a successful lecture tour of South America and several
months in New York, Stefan Zweig and his wife Lotte emigrated to
Brazil. Despairing at Europe's future and feeling increasingly isolated,
the Zweigs committed suicide together in 1942. Stefan Zweig was an
