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southeastern France are the points of departure for Gustaf Sobin's
lyrical narrative. A companion volume to his acclaimed Luminous
Debris, Ladder of Shadows picks up where the former left off: with late
antiquity, covering a period from roughly the third to the thirteenth
century. Here Sobin offers brilliant readings of late Roman and early
Christian ruins in his adopted region of Provence, sifting through
iconographic, architectural, and sacramental vestiges to shed light on
nothing less than the existential itself.
