Selected by Tony Award-winning
playwright John Guare (House of Blue Leaves, Six Degrees of
Separation, and others) from over 1,000 submissions from 29
countries, Clarence Coo's Beautiful Province is the sixth winner of the
DC Horn Foundation/Yale Drama Series Prize. In his foreword, Guare
calls Coo's work "elusive and haunting . . . funny, desperate, insane,"
praising it for "its intriguing story [and] its tone, sustained to the very
end.” Lyrical and adventurous, Beautiful Province is an outstanding new
theatrical work, well deserving of these accolades and more.
