We see how fashions in destinations have changed through
the years, with popular images (written, drawn, painted, and later
photographed) teaching the tourist what to look for and how to
experience it. Travelers present and future will never see their cruises,
treks, ecotours, round-the-world journeys, or trips to the vacation
cottage or condo in quite the same way again. All our land-, sea-, and
mindscapes will be the richer for Lofgren's insights.
