The collection comprises animal trickster tales, bird
survival tales and human-interest stories. In conformity with the
philosophy of French novelist, Stendhal, this anthology of short stories
is a mirror that reflects the folklore and mores of the ethnic groups that
constitute the grassland region of Cameroon. It serves as a window to
the worldview, mindset and value systems of the grafi.
