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Contents are the theological conceptions of the authors of the New
Testament, considered from systematic viewpoints, in the following
sequence: Paul, the synoptics (Jesus, the saying-source), the Johannine
literature (including the Apocalypse of John), the deutero-Pauline
writings, the catholic epistles.
