His
friends' homophobic teasing and interrogations about what he did with
his friend Amy the other night leave Tom no space to make up his
mind, and he's got no one to ask for advice, except maybe people on
the internet.   Citizenship captures adolescent confusion with a witty
and sensitive charm, crackling with humorous and authentic dialogue.
Originally developed as part of the National Theatre Connections
Programme, it is an ideal play for young performers.
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
