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This is the first book to take seriously - though not too seriously - the
surprisingly neglected role of humour in art. 'Art and Laughter' looks
back to comic masters such as Hogarth and Daumier and to Dada,
Surrealism and Pop Art, asking what makes us laugh and why. It
explores the use of comedy in art from satire and irony to pun, parody
and black and bawdy humour. Encouraging laughter in the hallowed
space of the gallery, Sheri Klein praises the contemporary artist as
