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Juvenal’s satire continues to fascinate his readers and to challenge
scholars by the constant interplay of a strong poetical identity, a keen



historical perception, and an irresoluble ideological tension. The essays
collected in this volume pursue these three strands from different but
complementary perspectives, aiming at a firmer assessment of the
character, the oeuvre, and the background of Rome’s last great satirical

poet.
