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Inventio linguae : the language of contingency -- The nameless lover,
or the contingent subject -- Fortune, or the contingent figure --
Through the looking-glass : the knowledge of contingency.

Considered in its full poetic and philosophical dimensions, the
Romance of the Rose thus acquires an altogether new significance in
the history of literature: it appears as a work that incessantly explores
its own capacity to be other than it is.
