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Cesare Romano revisits Dora's clinical case in light of Freud's own
seduction theory. His central thesis is that Freud failed to follow
through with his initial proposition of confirming his theories on the
traumatic aetiology of hysteria. He also suggests a new dating for the
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duration of Dora's therapy, placing the beginning of the analysis within
the context of Freud's concurrent and recent life events. A detailed
analysis of Dora's first dream shows that Freud did not go back to
Dora's first infantile traumas, but stopped instead at the period of her
infantile masturbation. In analysing this dream, Romano's theory begins
to take shape around the idea that Dora suffered an early trauma:
possibly, a sexual abuse inflicted by her father. Drawing on Ferenczi,
the author uses the notion of the 'traumatolytic function of the dream'
to show that Dora, through her two dreams, was elaborating her early
sexual trauma. Dora's analysis is investigated alongside what was
happening in Freud's life at the time of the therapy.
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This book examines the integration of refugees into the city-states of
Bremen and Hamburg following World War II. Authored by Dr. Ingeborg
Esenwein-Rothe, the work is part of a series published by the Verein für
Sozialpolitik. It provides a detailed analysis of the socio-economic
challenges and structural changes faced by these regions due to the
influx of displaced persons. The study highlights the administrative
efforts, social policies, and economic adjustments undertaken to
accommodate the refugees. It also addresses the broader implications
for urban planning and social structure in post-war Germany. The book
is intended for scholars and policymakers interested in migration,
urban studies, and post-war reconstruction.
