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Sommario/riassunto In welchem Zusammenhang stehen Nachhaltigkeitsbewusstsein und
Bereitschaft zum nachhaltigen Konsum bei der jungen Generation? Die
quantitative Studie zeigt: Das Nachhaltigkeitsbewusstsein ist hoch,
fuhrt aber nicht immer zu entsprechendem Verhalten. Eine
Schlusselrolle spielt hier die Einschatzung der Selbstwirksamkeit.
