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With dwindling funds and resources, tougher state and federal
standards, and fatigue from more regulations and testing, many school
administrators are giving up _or 'crashing' and leaving their posts. This
book examines the process of preparing, encouraging, and retaining
quality leaders at the school and district levels.
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Examining the multifaceted nature of Christianity in Fiji, My God, My
Land reveals the deeply complex and often paradoxical dynamics and
tensions between the processes of change and continuity within the
everyday lives of the inhabitants. It will be of interest not only to
anthropologists of Oceania, but also to social scientists working in the
field of religion, representation, tradition and social change.
