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The Experiential Unity Theory and Model is an approach to group
therapy and counseling that is integrative; it includes mind, body, soul,
and emotional content in its effort to provide a healing milieu for
clients suffering from depression, anxiety, stress, and other symptoms.
The Model assists clients in their ability to address root causes, namely
disconnection from soul, and facilitates the transformational healing
that clients are desperately seeking.
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
