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During his thirty-eight-year career as a military officer, Henry Clay
Merriam received the Medal of Honor for his service in the Civil War,
rose to prominence in the Western army, and exerted significant
influence on the American West by establishing military posts,
protecting rail lines, and maintaining an uneasy peace between settlers
