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The Haitian Creole Language is the first book dealing with the central
role of Creole in Haiti and the Haitian diaspora, especially in the United
States. Dispelling myths about Creole, with discussions of Haitian and
Haitian Creole history, it provides a foundation for educators, service
providers, policy makers, social scientists, and language and literature
scholars to understand Creole in its historical, social, political,
educational, and economic developmental contexts.
