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The essays in this volume illustrates the variety and power of
predominantly pentecostal-charismatic movements between Western
and African religious actors and groups that has developed across the
past twenty years. In so doing, it also highlights the dramatic change in
global ""migration"" patterns as a result of relatively inexpensive air
travel.
