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With field notes accumulated in a Syrian environment not generally
hospitable to research and inquiry, Nibras Kazimi provides a unique
view of the Syrian regime and its base at home, filling a void in our
understanding of the intelligence barons and soldiers who run that
country. He offers a look at the tactical, propagandists and strategic
ingredients required, in jihadist eyes, for a successful jihad?and
whether those ingredients are available in Syria.
